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Holocaust Memorial Day – Ordinary People
Held every year on 27th January, Holocaust Memorial Day falls on the anniversary of the liberation of Auschwitz-Birkenau concentration camp where more than a million people died during the second world war.   

In total, six million Jewish men, women and children were murdered in the Holocaust – while millions of others were killed in subsequent genocides in Cambodia, Rwanda, Bosnia, and Darfur.   

Holocaust Memorial Day is an opportunity to reflect. This year’s theme is Ordinary People. The theme  highlights the ordinary people who let genocide happen, the ordinary people who actively perpetrated genocide, and the ordinary people who were persecuted. The theme will also prompt us to consider how ordinary people, such as ourselves, can perhaps play a bigger part than we might imagine in challenging prejudice today. 
The Holocaust Memorial Day flag will also be flown above St Helens Town Hall throughout the day – while in the evening the Steve Prescott Bridge will be lit purple - the colour of the Holocaust Memorial Day Trust. 
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Every year the RSPB conduct a national bird watch where they ask people from all over the country to spend time looking out for birds in their local area. You can choose any hour between 27 and 29 January so whether you’re an early bird or a night owl, you can still take part. Count the birds you see in your garden or from your window and record what you see.

There is an identification chart of common winter birds attached to this bulletin to help you. Children who participate in the Birdwatch will earn Children’s University credits. We will also be taking part in the Schools Big Birdwatch on Friday.
