Autumn Term Artwork at St. Julie’s
At St. Julie’s we recognise the importance of Art and Design and how it contributes to the culture, creativity and wealth of our nation. We aim to engage, inspire and challenge St. Julie’s pupils, equipping them with the knowledge and skills to experiment, invent and create their own works of art, craft and design in school and beyond. Below are a few snapshots of the wonderful work from our Autumn term.

Reception

For their very first art topic Reception looked at sculpture. They used the book Leaf Man by Lois Ehlert as inspiration. ‘It was fun.’ ‘The leaves blew.’ ‘I like the colours.’
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Year 1

Year 1 have looked that the work Andy Goldsworthy and his sculptures. They used natural objects to create their own sculptures and thought about the autumnal colours. They thought about how his sculptures change over time. ‘I like the patterns of it’. ‘I like when he put the flowers on the water.’

Josefina and Ali
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Year 2

Our first topic this year was printing in clay. We looked at Rachel Dein’s work to inspire us. She makes patterns in clay using natural objects like flowers. I enjoyed looking at the flowers. The clay was tricky to use but I enjoyed it.

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Year 3

During the autumn term we looked at who were the early artists and focused on drawing. We looked at a type of art rather than an artist. I liked exploring different textures and mixing them together. I liked looking at and recreating artwork from the past. Our final piece was a whole class piece, it was good to work together, it looks good. It was fun to make different backgrounds, like the sand- it made the page look exciting. We enjoyed looking at cave art.

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Year 4

In Autumn term we looked at the artist Giuseppe Arcimboldo. He made paintings out of fruit and vegetables. We liked making a picture with real fruits and vegetables. Our favourite part was looking closely at the fruits and vegetables and doing observational drawings. For our final piece we created a collage of cut out pictures of different fruits and vegetables to make a face like Giuseppe, focusing on the colour aspects. We really enjoyed this work!
