On Monday morning this week the children attended a session linked to BASH (Book Awards St Helens) at Eccleston Library. Our Y1 children have been introduced to 5 new books written by a wide-range of authors. They have the chance to read them all and then vote for their favourite. 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Book Week including World Book Day

At St Julie’s we celebrate our love of reading throughout the year but during the week commencing 27th February we will be holding a themed Book Week and joining the rest of the country in celebrating World Book Day 2022.

During the week children in the Juniors will focus on William Shakespeare while children in Infants will look at the works of Beatrix Potter.

On Thursday 2nd March, World Book Day, the children will be thinking about their own favourite authors and can come to school dressed as a book character or they can come with their favourite bedtime book dressed in pyjamas or a onesie (warm clothes underneath and shoes for outdoors) No football kits please.  If a child does not wish to dress up then they can come in their school uniform.
Year 5 will be visiting the Planetarium on World Book day so will be wearing their school uniform. They can wear their chosen World Book Day outfit when they visit Eccleston Library for the Year 5 Book BASH event on Thursday 9th March so that they don’t miss out.

St Julie’s Subject Ambassadors

The views of our children are essential in continuing to enrich our curriculum and our Subject Ambassadors play an important role in this. We would like to keep you informed of the work that the Ambassadors do with the Subject Lead of each curriculum area. 

This week the History ambassadors met with Mrs Mannion: 

All representatives from Years 2 – 6 present.

We discussed the importance of History in our school, all of the children were keen to agree that at St Julie History is very important. 

‘We have lots of History lessons’ ‘History is important because it’s good to learn about the past’ ‘Our History lessons are very interesting, you learn things you never knew’ ‘I love learning about the past where we live and seeing how things have changed and things that are still here’ ‘I like learning about how Britain has changed and the different invasions’ ‘It is important but also fun to learn about the past’

The children were able to talk about their current History learning as well as previous learning. When the Year 2 children were talking about the Great Fire of London, children from other year groups were joining in with facts they remembered. Year 6 also pointed out the link between their medical breakthroughs unit learning about the Bubonic plague and how they had also used part of Samuel Pepys diary as a source. The KS2 children could recall their learning of British History in chronological order and agreed it was easier to remember this by teaching in order form Year 3.
