St Julie’s Subject Ambassadors

The views of our children are essential in continuing to enrich our curriculum and our Subject Ambassadors play an important role in this. We would like to keep you informed of the work that the Ambassadors do with the Subject Lead of each curriculum area. 

This week the Geography ambassadors met with Mrs Kernick: 

Years 2-6 were represented by both Geography Ambassadors.

We discussed why geography is an important part of our school curriculum at St Julie.  “Geography helps us find out more about our world, where things are and how our world works.”

The children were keen to share how geography links with their learning in other subjects such as history and science.  “When we talk about different places in history, we use maps to find out where places are and how they have changed.”  “Science and geography both help us to see how people are effecting our world and think about ways we can help to make good changes.”

All the children could remember key aspects of their geography learning this year “We looked at rainfall and temperature measurements to see why deserts are so dry.” “I liked learning about how mountains are made and that Mount Everest is 8848m tall.”  “I have learned the names of the continents and oceans.”

The children recalled their learning in geography in other years and many of them said how interesting they found their learning about sustainability and earthquakes.

The children talked about the large world maps displayed in each classroom and how each class use them to help them learn more about where places are.  They asked if there were any online games they could use to help them learn more about where places are in the world and Mrs Kernick said she would look into this.

Finally, we talked about possible ideas we could use to help us raise money to buy some new geography resources.  At the moment these are top secret and we will talk about them more in our next meeting.
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Do you use your science learning in your job?

Amongst the many activities planned for science week, Mrs McCahey our Science Subject Leader, would like to be able to offer the children across school the opportunity to hear about careers that people do that involve science. If you would like to come into school to talk about how you use science in your real-life job, please contact the school office. Year 1 Phonics Screening Check meeting
On Friday 31 March, the Year 1 team will be holding a meeting for parents and carers of children in Year 1 to provide information about the about the Year 1 Statutory Phonics Screening Check that takes place in June. The teachers will go through what the Phonics check entails and talk about how both you as parents and us as a school can best prepare your children. The meeting will be held in the classroom at 4:30pm and there will be an opportunity to ask questions.
