Coronation of King Charles III Street Party Day – Friday 5th May
St. Julie’s will be celebrating the Coronation of King Charles III with a street party on Friday 5th May, the day before his Coronation on Saturday.  We hope to hold the party on the playgrounds—weather permitting.

All the children can come to school dressed in red, white and blue on Friday 5th May. We are hoping to eat outside on the playgrounds in traditional street party fashion and the children will also spend time learning all about King Charles and his family.
Children who have a school dinner will receive a Coronation Party lunch containing sandwiches, a sausage roll, cucumber sticks, cake or yoghurt, fruit wedges and juice. Children who have a packed lunch can order a Coronation Party lunch from the school kitchen by completing the survey on School Spider and then paying £2:50 via School Money once the survey is completed. Everyone having a Coronation Party lunch must complete the other survey on School Spider stating their choice of sandwich, choosing from cheese, tuna or ham. Choices MUST be made by Tuesday morning please.
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Coronation Celebration Sports day – Wednesday 24th May

Following the success of our Jubilee sports day with a difference last year to celebrate the Queen’s Platinum Jubilee, we will be holding a similar style sports day on Wednesday 24th May, continuing our Coronation celebrations – weather permitting! The Sports Council will be involved in the planning of the event. There will be a carousel of traditional sports and games, completed by each house team with children in the Juniors split into Upper (Y6 and Y5) and Lower (Y3 and Y4) Juniors.
