Oliver King was a young 12 year old boy from Liverpool who tragically died whilst at a school swimming lesson a few years ago. He may have survived if a defibrillator had been available. A defibrillator costs around £1,000 so an ambitious target has been set of raising enough money over the course of the year to buy 100 of them for our local area.
