Arts week
This week there has been an additional focus on the Arts subjects at St Julie’s. On Tuesday the children who have instrumental tuition through the Schools Music Service performed for their parents in the school hall. The performance opened with our keyboard players who have been taught by Mrs Wellens, followed by our guitar players who have been taught by Mr Gaynor. The children performed with confidence in front of their first live audience and demonstrated their growing skill.
On Thursday it was the turn of our Year 4 strings who have been taught by Lucy from the St Helens Music Hub every week since September. The children made up an orchestra of violas, violins and cellos and performed a wide range of pieces with confidence and skill. Both the performances were wonderful and I am so proud of their accomplishments this year.
Each class has also had a Capoeira session this week. Capoeira is an Afro-Brazilian martial art that combines elements of dance, acrobatics, music and spirituality. The children took part enthusiastically and thoroughly enjoyed the experience.
Year 3 enjoyed taking part in a Story Walk through the school grounds followed by a craft session provided by the Schools Library Service.

In class the children have been producing artwork linked to our Live Simply theme. Year 3 worked with the artist Claire Weetman on a project called Wishes on the wind. This was an observational drawing session where the 

children looked at seasonal natural forms collected from the school grounds. Their drawings were transformed into rubber stamps, which they used to create individual prints, and an animated artwork. The activity focused on how seeds are symbols of hope, that can be planted and grown, a mirror to the learning journey that happens within a school.

Following their full day workshop with artist Claire Weetman, families of children in Y3 were invited to an after school workshop where they printed and designed a packet of seeds that shared our hopes and wishes for the future.
