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Earrings CANNOT be worn in school for health and safety reasons. If they could not be removed then they were be covered with tape in school until sufficiently healed.

Primary School Admissions 

The website is now open for parents who wish to apply online: www.sthelens.gov.uk/admissions 
Children who turn 5 between 1 September 2024 and 31 August 2025 are eligible to apply for a place in primary school. The deadline for submission of primary school applications is 15 January 2024. The Archdiocese have asked us to remind parents seeking a reception class place at our school, even if you have a sibling in the school, of the need for baptism prior to application and to take prompt action if baptism has not already taken place.

Secondary School Admission

Children in Y6 should apply for a secondary school place by 31 October 2023. 
School Admissions Section at St Helens Council can now confirm that the on-line portal for parents applying for a secondary school place in September 2024 is now available.

If a parent has already submitted a paper application, they can still apply on-line, as this will mean they will receive an offer email on 1st March.
