The photographer will be in school on Monday 20 May to take a class photo of our Reception class and our Year 6 class as a memory of their first and last year at St Julie’s.
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May Procession – Thursday 23rd May 2024
We are excited to bring back one of the most beautiful traditions of honouring Mary – The May Procession. Once registers have been taken on the morning of Thursday 23rd May, each class will gather on the playground to process behind our school banner up to Church for a special Mass. The Year 4 children will lead the procession wearing their Holy Communion clothes. Family and friends are warmly invited to join us in church for Mass at 9:30am.
We ask that Junior children bring in Rosary Beads to school as soon as possible and leave them in school until the date of the procession, as they will carry them with them. 
We also ask that, if possible, the children in Year 6 (our leavers) and Year 4 (our First Communicants) bring in some flowers to lay before the statue of Our Lady. Once in church, we will crown Mary with flowers.

When the Mass has finished, we ask that people remain in church until the children have all processed out of the church and then join the procession, if you wish, as the children walk down to school via Brooklands Road. Refreshments will then be available in the school hall.
School grounds
