May Procession 

This morning’s May procession in honour of Our Lady was a wonderful event to end our half term. It was a very moving moment as the children processed into church with their Rosary beads and flowers singing Ave Maria in front of the waiting congregation. Our Year 4 Holy Communicants followed behind Fr Michael and our St Julie’s banner - wearing their Holy Communion clothes they laid flowers before the statue of Mary at the side of the altar.
They were then followed by our Year 6 children who also laid flowers in thanks for their time at St Julie’s. The children read confidently and the singing was joyous. Lucas and India from Year 4 had the honour of placing the crown of flowers on Mary during the Mass. Fr Michael spoke to the children about the significance of the Rosary and how it helps us to remember the special events in Mary’s life as the mother of Jesus. He then led us in a decade of the Rosary with the children responding as they followed with their Rosary beads.
Although the rain and wind prevented us from processing along the roads as we had planned, our first May Procession for many years was a memory to treasure. Thank you to everyone who was able to share this with us today.
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Happily, the sun was shining earlier in the week when the Reception class gathered in the Marian Prayer Garden to give praise to Mary. They placed their reflection stones and the giant Rosary beads that they had made and sang their hearts out.
