Council School Meals increase

We have been notified by the Council that there will be an increase in the cost of a school meal to £2.95 from 2nd September 2024. The increase will not impact on the eligibility to access free school meals for those families in receipt of the relevant qualifying benefits. Also, the proposals do not impact on the ability for children to receive a free school meal under the National Universal Infant Free School Meals initiative (UIFSM).
Reminder: Earrings CANNOT be worn in school. If a child is wearing earrings or any other form of jewellery they will be asked to remove it for health and safety reasons. If a child is having their ears pierced, we advise that this is done at the start of school summer holiday so that the ears are sufficiently healed to enable earrings to be removed for school. If they cannot be removed then they must be covered with tape in school until sufficiently healed: tape in itself is also a health and safety hazard. Thank you in supporting our uniform policy.
