School opens for the new academic year on Tuesday 3rd  September.

School day:   8:50am until 3:20pm  Children may enter via the two gates from 8:40am allowing them to settle into class before the register is taken at 8:50am
Please note that ALL children MUST be in school for 8:50am which is the start of the school day so please allow time for them to walk to their classroom. If a child is not in class for 8:50am they will be marked late. Texts will be sent if a child is late on several occasions.

Home time: Gates will open at 3.20pm for a parent/grandparent to collect their child/ren from their classroom. All teachers will release children from their classroom door in turn as they see an adult they recognise. All year groups must be collected by an adult.
IMPORTANT CHANGES TO THE LAW REGARDING PENALTY NOTICES FOR UNAUTHORISED ABSENCE FROM SCHOOL 

A new National Framework for Penalty Notices for school absence, including unauthorised holiday absence, is being introduced following changes to the law. These new Government regulations will come into effect from 19th August 2024, and we wanted to bring this to your attention now, as it will affect when penalty notices are issued in St Helens. 

A letter has been sent home this week to inform parents/carers how these changes will impact on families around absence from school in term time.

BREAKFAST CLUB - The cost is £5.00 per session per day per child
AFTER SCHOOL CLUB - The cost from 3.20pm to 4.30pm is £5.00 or from 3.20pm to 5.45pm is £9.00

per session per day per child.  
If your child attends a school run activity club, staff will collect them from their activity when it finishes and the charge for Sunflower Club will be £5.
