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Welcome Mass and celebration of St Julie
All families are warmly invited to join us and the parish community on Thursday morning at the 9:30am Mass as we welcome our new starters into our St Julie family. We will also be celebrating our patron, St Julie Billiart, founder of the Sisters of Notre Dame. Please come along and join us on this very special occasion.
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M&M Productions: “Alice in Wonderland.”

We are excited to welcome back M&M Theatrical Productions to St Julie’s on Friday 27th September. They have presented Classic Literature Adaptations for several years at the school and this year will be performing an adaption of Lewis Carroll’s “Alice in Wonderland.” The children thoroughly enjoy the thrilling adaptions of the classic stories, performed so that they are suitable for all ages. The performances provide a lasting memory as the school hall is transformed into a theatre where all the children can enjoy the production.

The overall cost of the production is an expensive cost to the school but we consider it to be good value in providing the children with a theatrical experience without the additional cost of a coach – unfortunately, coach travel makes all trips more expensive now. To cover some of the cost of the performance we ask for £5 per child which can be paid via School Money. Please pay via School Money as soon as possible.
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Wow (Walk Once a Week) - the walk to school challenge 2024/25
We all know how difficult it is to park around school so we want to encourage as many children and their families as possible to walk to school. WOW - the walk to school challenge is delivered by Living Streets, the UK charity for everyday walking, to help as many children as possible experience the benefits of walking to school.

The pupil led challenge will see children self-report how they get to school and if they travel sustainably at least once a week for a month, they will get rewarded with a badge. If you live too far away or don't have time to walk the whole way to school, you can Park and Stride to help your child earn their WOW badge.
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And on the same theme…this Year's "Cycle to School Week" is from 23rd – 27th  September. 

Cycle to School Week is a week-long event where families are encouraged to try cycling and scooting to school.

It’s a great way to celebrate the vast benefits an active school run brings, including its positive impact on children’s health and wellbeing, local air quality and carbon emissions.
However, please remind your children that for the safety of others, they must not ride bikes and scooters on the playground or school drive on the way home. Thank you.

The website will open for parents who wish to apply online: www.sthelens.gov.uk/admissions on 16th September 2024.

Children who turn 5 between 1 September 2025 and 31 August 2026 are eligible to apply for a place in primary school. The deadline for submission of primary school applications is 15 January 2025. The Archdiocese have asked us to remind parents seeking a reception class place at our school, even if you have a sibling in the school, of the need for baptism prior to application and to take prompt action if baptism has not already taken place.
