Children's Mental Health Week 2025 will take place from 3-9 February 2025.

The theme for 2025 is focus is Know Yourself, Grow Yourself, with the aim to equip and empower children and young people across the UK to embrace self-awareness and explore what it means to them. We want children and young people to discover how getting to know who they are can help them build resilience, grow and develop.

Place2Be’s Children’s Mental Health Week has joined forces with Here4You to explore the importance of self-awareness and expressing emotions.

The aim of the sessions this term is to provide information to parents/carers about how they can support their child with maths homework. The teacher will provide an overview of the calculation strategies the children are taught to use in their current year group.

Teachers will also be informing you about a new element to our maths teaching, Key Instant Recall Facts, which we are introducing throughout the school. Please see information on the website – Maths curriculum tab. 

There will be an opportunity to ask questions and then to share some activities with the children using the strategies and manipulatives discussed.

Parents must apply to the Headteacher at least 2 weeks before the intended absence and provide necessary evidence of the exceptional circumstance. The Headteacher will decide if the leave will be granted and how many days will be authorised. Where the Headteacher does not grant an application for leave of absence and parents decide to take the leave anyway, the absence will be unauthorised, and the parents may receive a Penalty Notice Fine.
