Once registers have been taken on the morning of Monday 19th May, each class will gather on the playground to process behind our school banner up to Church for a special Mass. The Year 4 children will lead the procession wearing their Holy Communion clothes. Family and friends are warmly invited to join us in church for Mass. Mass will last around 40 minutes.
We ask that Junior children bring in Rosary Beads to school as soon as possible and leave them in school until the date of the procession, as they will carry them with them.
