Start of the year reminders:

Earrings A reminder that earrings CANNOT be worn in school. If a child is wearing earrings or any other form of jewellery they will be asked to remove it for health and safety reasons. A message was posted in the July bulletin that if a child is having their ears pierced, we advise that this is done at the start of school summer holiday so that the ears are sufficiently healed to enable earrings to be removed for school. Thank you.

Pre-loved St Julie’s uniform

A reminder that we have many items of pre-loved school uniform in school. If you require any pieces of uniform please call at the school office where we have uniform sorted into age groups. If you can, a small donation of any amount would be useful for school funds. Currently we have a large amount of stock so we are not taking any more donations at this time.
Cloakrooms

Our cloakrooms are very small for the number of children and their belongings therefore please do not send in backpacks/large bags or large water bottles. Thank you for your support with this.
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Packed lunches

For children having a packed lunch I encourage you to not send in too much food. We are a Healthy School and so a sandwich/wrap, fruit and one small treat is sufficient. Children can bring in a healthy snack of fruit or toast for break times and infant children continue to receive milk and fruit. 
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Food Allergies

Please take care not to include nut based products in lunch boxes as we have several children in school who suffer from nut allergies.  We encourage the children to bring a healthy snack of fruit or toast for break time (no cereal bars please).  If your child is bringing grapes, please ensure that they are sliced down the middle lengthways.
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Water bottles

Please remember to send a water bottle in to school with your child so that they can remain hydrated throughout the day. Juice or flavoured water is not permitted.
Asthma inhalers

Forms have been given out to those children who we have been notified use an inhaler. Please update the form for this year and return to school as soon as possible. If your child no longer uses an inhaler please inform school so we can remove them from the register.
Administering medicine in school: If children do need prescribed medication to be given whilst in school it can be administered providing the correct paperwork is completed which is available from the school office. However, school cannot administer the first dose of any medication due to potential allergic reactions. Only prescribed medication can be administered in school.
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Tissues

We would be grateful if every child could bring in a box of tissues for their class. These will be kept as a stock by the teacher to get us through the year. Bless you!!

Please ensure names are in all school uniform – it is extremely difficult to find lost items if there are no names in them.
