Dear parents and carers,
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Happy New Year!

All at St Julie’s hope you have a had a wonderful Christmas and would like to wish you all a Happy New Year. We have enjoyed welcoming the children back to school this week after their Christmas holiday and are excited for the fabulous learning ahead of them in 2022.

I am grateful to the parents who have tested their families before returning to school on Wednesday as requested and have kept those who tested positive at home to avoid spreading the virus. The omicron variant of covid is rising rapidly and is very easy to catch so to help protect our school community:
· All our staff will continue to complete a lateral flow test at least twice per week

· All staff and visitors wear a face covering in school

· Please test children twice per week using Lateral Flow tests. Please report any positive results via the school email.
· Please wear a face covering while dropping off and collecting children from school and leave the premises promptly.
Remote Learning

If a child should need to isolate they can access learning via their class Teams page. For their first day of isolation there is a pack of work uploaded on Teams. For subsequent days the class teacher will upload the current learning each day. Completed work should be returned as directed by the class teacher and any queries can be communicated to the teacher via Teams also. If a child is isolating because they are unwell then there is obviously no need for them to be completing home learning.
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Requests for Leave of Absence (in term time)

Regular and punctual attendance of pupils at school is both a legal requirement and is essential in order for pupils to maximise their educational opportunities.  Term time absence can only be authorised in exceptional circumstances and these are very rare. Holidays in term time cannot be authorised. Any request for leave of absence must be made on the school proforma - which can be obtained from the office - with evidence provided of the exceptional circumstances and must be submitted well in advance. 
Punctuality

Please make sure that you arrive at the school gates in plenty of time for your child to get to their classroom. Children are expected to be in class by 8.55am. Children arriving after 8:55am will be marked as “Late” in the register. 
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The school photographer will be coming into school next week on Tuesday 11th January to take photographs of the children.  As Covid transmission rates in St Helens continue to be amongst the highest, the organisation for photographs must take place within the limits we have on classes mixing and in line with the Photographic Company’s risk assessment.  Unfortunately, this means that at the current time, only individual photographs can be taken – not family groups.  All children will have their photo taken for our school Sims system but you are not obliged to purchase a photograph.

Proof copies of the photographs along with an order form will be sent home as soon as they are available.
