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National Online Safety

A letter was emailed to parents this week with details of how you can create your account to access resources and information about keeping your child safe online.  
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Holocaust Memorial Day – One Day
Held every year on 27th January, Holocaust Memorial Day falls on the anniversary of the liberation of Auschwitz-Birkenau concentration camp where more than a million people died during the second world war.   

In total, six million Jewish men, women and children were murdered in the Holocaust – while millions of others were killed in subsequent genocides in Cambodia, Rwanda, Bosnia, and Darfur.   

Holocaust Memorial Day is one of the most important occasions on St Helens Borough Council’s events calendar which would usually see a commemoration ceremony held in St Helens Town Hall, attended by a number of local schools and key dignitaries.    

With coronavirus rates still high in St Helens, a decision has been made to move the event online to prevent the spread of the virus, with readings, prayers, and candle lighting among the proceedings. 

Holocaust Memorial Day is an opportunity to reflect and live in the hope of this year’s theme - One Day - that there may be ‘one day’ in the future with no genocide.  As a school our Junior children will join the commemoration of Holocaust Memorial Day through reflection and prayer.
The Holocaust Memorial Day flag will also be flown above St Helens Town Hall throughout the day – while in the evening the Steve Prescott Bridge will be lit purple - the colour of the Holocaust Memorial Day Trust.
