Dear parents and carers,
[image: image1]After a blustery start to this half term, torrential rain and then a day where we experienced what seemed like all four seasons in one day, the children have settled back into school life and are excited for book week and World Book Day next week!
Following the governments announcements on the changes to isolation, I have had a few parents asking about the advice for children coming to school with Covid symptoms. We have received the advice below and will follow this until we are told to change.

Should parents send their child to school if they think they have COVID-19?

If a child has any of the main symptoms or a positive test result, the public health advice remains unchanged and is to stay at home and avoid contact with other people.

Anyone with any of the main COVID-19 symptoms should order a test and is advised to stay at home while waiting for the result.

If they test positive, they are advised to follow public health advice.

 

Adults and children who test positive will continue to be advised to stay at home and avoid contact with other people for at least 5 full days and then continue to follow the guidance until they have received 2 negative test results on consecutive days.
We still have several cases of Covid in our school community (a total of 6 in school this week) so continue to do all we can to limit the spread of the virus and we appreciate your ongoing support with this.
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Ash Wednesday

On Wednesday 2nd March children in the Juniors will receive ashes in school to mark the beginning of Lent. Lent is the most important festival in the Christian Calendar and as a Catholic school this is very important to us.
Ash Wednesday marks the start of our Lenten journey through to the celebration of Easter. Please see the RE section on the school website and the tab “A journey through Lent” for activities and prayers for you and your child to share together.
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Y5 Sacrament of Reconciliation
As you know a group of our Year 5 children were able to meet with Fr Philip in St Julie’s Parish Church to receive their first Sacrament of Reconciliation in January. Unfortunately, Fr Philip has been unable to meet with the children since due to unforeseen circumstances. We have now arranged with Fr that he will complete the First Confessions for Year 5 on March 4th and March 11th in school.
Year 4 sacrament of Reconciliation

As restrictions have now been reduced by the Archdiocese, Fr Philip is now able to return to the usual practice of the children making their First Confession in Church on a Saturday morning. Parents and carers are invited to bring their child to Church to make their confession on the morning of Saturday 5th March or Saturday 11th March between 9am and 2pm. 
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Year 4 and Year 5 Sacrament of the Eucharist

Letters were sent home with details of the Masses for First Holy Communion.
The First Holy Communion Mass for Year 4 will be on Saturday 11th June 2022.
The First Holy Communion Mass for Year 5 will be on Saturday 21st May 2022.
There will be 2 Masses at St Julie’s Parish Church on the day in order to accommodate the number of children and their families at 10 am and 1pm (split alphabetically by surname)
Please return the cut-off slip to school if you have not already done so.
Fr Philip has specified that for the Holy Communion Mass children should wear smart clothing such as shirt and trousers, a dress or traditional Holy Communion dress with shoes – no sportswear, casual clothing or trainers.

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St Julie’s Science Fair

The children are encouraged to investigate an area of science of particular interest to them at their age appropriate level and present their findings to the school. Children may submit joint entries.

A certificate will be awarded to each entry reflecting a good understanding of the scientific principle under study. Children are encouraged to present their investigations in a creative way.

PLEASE NOTE: the science fair will take place during the school day and parents will not be able to attend. Therefore, children must be able to present their science investigation on their own. However, we are happy to accept photographic displays of the children doing an investigation at home together with an explanation of their findings.

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Children’s University Challenges
In assembly this morning I gave out certificates to children who had completed the holiday challenges set by the Children’s University. They will have their credits logged which will go towards certificates awarded by the University. Some of the challenges on the half term activity list would still be ideal for the children to complete and develop their knowledge:
Get Curious! Encourages children to research a female scientist of their choice and write a fact sheet about what they have learnt.

Get Fair! The children can complete an activity by watching a video from Fair Trade Foundation and complete the activity pack.
