ACCESSING COVID-19 TESTING IN ST HELENS 
Symptomatic testing and testing for close contacts 
PCR tests can be booked at any of the NHS sites that operate Monday – Sunday 8am – 8pm on the gov.uk website https://www.gov.uk/get-coronavirus-test 

PCR tests for home delivery can also be ordered by calling 119. 

COVID Updates 
In line with the new Government recommendations published on the 14th December, the following guidelines should be followed. These guidelines replace all previous recommendations: 

• All adults who are fully vaccinated and children aged 5 to 18 years and 6 months, identified as a contact of someone with COVID-19 – whether Omicron or not – should take a lateral flow device (LFD) test every day for 7 days instead of self-isolating. Daily testing by close contacts will help to slow the spread of COVID-19 and protect education settings—allowing schools to continue to deliver face to face education. 

• All Lateral Flow Test results should be reported through the online reporting system. School should also be informed of the result. 

• If any family members test positive, they should self-isolate and order a PCR test to confirm the result. If the PCR is positive, they must self-isolate for 10 days and close family members are encouraged to take a PCR. 

• Lateral Flow tests are available through community test sites, local pharmacies or online.
