Illness

We have been informed that a number of children in schools have tested positive after an episode of vomiting. Can we advise that if your child has an episode of vomiting or diarrhoea they have a Lateral Flow Test or PCR before returning to school. Following any incidence of diarrhoea and/or vomiting the period to be kept away from school is 48 hours from the last episode of diarrhoea or vomiting. If your child is feeling unwell, we would encourage considering a lateral flow test.
A further common symptom amongst children who have tested positive is a severe headache.
We encourage parents to continue to test families twice per week using the Lateral Flow Test kits. Please report the result of all tests whether negative or positive on the Government Report a Test website as this helps to give a picture of the uptake of local testing. Regular testing helps to keep the staff and children in school safe.
