Coronavirus update
While rates continue to rise in St Helens, The Director of Public Health has asked us to encourage parents to continue to test families twice per week using the Lateral Flow Test kits. Please report the result of all tests whether negative or positive on the Government Report a Test website as this helps to give a picture of the uptake of local testing.

Regular testing helps to keep the staff and children in school safe. I regularly hand out kits on the playground or you can collect one from the office.

After-school clubs

From next week we will begin to reintroduce our programme of after-school clubs. At this time while coronavirus numbers are still rising in the area, clubs will be for one year group only, i.e. not mixed year groups. The clubs are run by staff so please be aware that clubs may need to be cancelled at short notice if for any reason the member of staff is not available. You will be refunded if this should happen. We do not run clubs for Reception children as we feel the school day is long enough for them at this time.

The cost of each club is £4.00 per session and must be paid on School Money – it can be paid in instalments, but you must have paid before each session for your child to be on the register for the club. Where clubs have a set limit of children who can safely attend and are oversubscribed, your child may be given a turn at a later date.  The clubs we offer are determined by the goodwill/availability of volunteers to run them.   Payment must be received before your child can start the club.  All children must be collected on time by an adult from the school foyer. An email sent to parents of Y1 to Y6 this week.

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Wow (Walk Once a Week) - the walk to school challenge 2021/22

St Julie's has chosen to be part of an exciting behaviour-change initiative to encourage more children and their families to walk to school. WOW - the walk to school challenge is delivered by Living Streets, the UK charity for everyday walking, to help as many children as possible experience the benefits of walking to school.

The pupil led challenge will see children self-report how they get to school and if they travel sustainably at least once a week for a month, they will get rewarded with a badge. If you live too far away or don't have time to walk the whole way to school, you can Park and Stride to help your child earn their WOW badge.
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Bike to School week

This will take place from 27th September to 2nd October. Children are encouraged to bike or scoot to school that week in order to be active and feel more energised, help the environment by replacing a car journey and improve local air quality and reduce congestion.

Primary School Admissions 

The website is open for parents who wish to apply on line: www.sthelens.gov.uk/admissions.  

Children who turn 5 between 1 September 2022 and 31 August 2023 are eligible to apply for a place in primary school. The deadline for submission of primary school applications is 15 January 2022. The Archdiocese have asked us to remind parents seeking a reception class place at our school, even if you have a sibling in the school, of the need for baptism prior to application and to take prompt action if baptism has not already taken place.

Dinner Money

School meals are now priced at £12.50 per week.  All payments must be made via School Money.  The school catering staff have asked for 2 weeks notice of a change from packed lunch to hot meal or vice versa.
Please ensure names are in all school uniform – it is extremely difficult to find lost items if there are no names in them.
Fishy Friday
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Children who have a packed lunch can choose to have Fish and Chips on a Friday. Infants don’t need to pay but for Juniors there is a cost of £2.50 which must be paid online at School Money. For catering purposes, please ensure that you do email the school office (Infants and Juniors) if you wish to have Fishy Friday.

Milk Money

Milk money is now due for all infants who have school milk.  The total for the year is £6 and must be paid via School Money.
