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Healthy Schools



In our Assembly this morning the children shared their learning from the school focus “Growing Together for our world.”  The children shared their knowledge of the books and spoke about how we all have an impact on the world around us so we must make sure we are having a good impact. We believe that children should have access to as many reading opportunities as possible, to read widely and deeply, and that being read to should continue throughout primary school so that all children can experience the sheer joy of reading, read books with powerful themes, books by modern authors as well as great works of literature.

The meetings will be via your child’s Teams account. It would be great if all children are represented by an adult attending and you will have the opportunity to ask questions. If you can’t attend, the meeting will be recorded so that you can view it.
