The Archdiocese have partnered with the Ukrainian Catholic Eparchy (diocese) of Sambir-Drohobych in the Lviv region of western Ukraine and their Bishop Hryhoriy (Gregory) Komar. The Bishop has requested the specific items outlined in a poster which is attached.

The parish centres are open every day 9am-11pm.

On Wednesday 16th March as part of the Day for Ukraine the children are asked to bring in a £1 donation and the children will receive a blue and yellow ribbon to wear with their uniform and take part in prayerful reflection.

All money raised will be forwarded to the Disasters Emergency Committee (DEC).
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Parents and carers are invited to bring their child to St Julie’s Church to make their first confession on the morning of Saturday 12th March between 9am and 2pm. Please enter the church and quietly take a seat in one of the benches. Prayer cards will be available for quiet reflection to settle your child and help them to prepare. Fr Philip will be hearing confession in the side chapel: please approach when you can see that he is available. Fr Philip will spend some time helping your child to settle and feel at ease, and then take them through their first confession.
Children must have made the sacrament of Reconciliation in order to make their First Holy Communion so Fr Philip will be making a record of who attends over the next 2 Saturdays.
