Yesterday evening Charlie from Year 4 completed his 4-mile run in memory of his cousin Violet. He sprinted through the violet-coloured finish line at the school gates to the applause of his family, friends and school staff who had gathered to cheer him on. It was Charlie’s idea to run for Violet in order to continue to raise awareness of the dangers of speeding and its tragic consequences and the effects of PTSD. He has so far raised a tremendous £2,445 to be split equally between Violet Grace’s Gift and the Isabella Rose Foundation. We are so proud of both Charlie’s courage in taking on this run and his thoughtfulness in doing this for Violet.

· be in the same room as your child when they are accessing the internet

· parents can take any device into an O2 shop where there is a trained person from the NSPCC who can make devices child safe and adjust settings accordingly

School Attendance

A reminder that holidays taken during term time will NOT be authorised.

Should parents send their child to school if they think they have COVID-19?

If a child has any of the main symptoms or a positive test result, the public health advice remains unchanged and is to stay at home and avoid contact with other people.

Anyone with any of the main COVID-19 symptoms should order a test and is advised to stay at home while waiting for the result.

If they test positive, they are advised to follow public health advice.

 

Adults and children who test positive will continue to be advised to stay at home and avoid contact with other people for at least 5 full days and then continue to follow the guidance until they have received 2 negative test results on consecutive days.
We still have several cases of Covid in our school community (a total of 7 children and 4 adults in school this week) so continue to do all we can to limit the spread of the virus and we appreciate your ongoing support with this.
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The Holiday Activities and Food (HAF) programme is aimed at providing nutritious food and enriching activities for primary and secondary school aged children who are eligible for benefit related free school meals during the Easter and Summer school holidays.
