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PE kits for reception class

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Year 1 Phonics Screening Check meeting
On Thursday 28th April, the Year 1 team will be holding a meeting for parents and carers of children in Year 1 to provide information about the about the Year 1 Statutory Phonics Screening Check that takes place in June. The teachers will go through what the Phonics check entails and talk about how both you as parents and us as a school can best prepare your children. The meeting will be held via Teams at 4:30pm and there will be an opportunity to ask questions. If you are unable to make the meeting, it will be recorded to be viewed later.
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Summer Uniform
Following the Easter break children may wish to come to school in a Summer uniform which consists of a pale blue gingham summer dress or grey shorts for boys. Trainers are not allowed. Sandals may be worn but must be a full shoe-type in white or black, not flimsy or slip on shoes which can be unsafe for children when playing. The children should have a sunhat with their name in on sunny days. Children should come to school with sun cream of a high SPF factor that offers long protection already applied. Staff are not permitted to apply sun cream to children. It is essential that the children have their own water bottle in school (no juice).

Our four drivers - Mike Sharkey, Andy Coley, Dave Lyon and Chris Joynt - met Bishop Gregory Komar, and students for the priesthood from the Holy Spirit Seminary in the Ukrainian diocese of Sambir-Drohobych, who will take the goods for distribution in the Lviv region of western Ukraine.
