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Year Group Reading/Maths Meetings

Thank you to all those parents/carers who were able to attend the curriculum information meetings held in classes this week. For those who were unable to make it, the teachers have put the Powerpoints used on the class Teams page and on the website on the relevant class page. If you have any further questions please email or phone the school office.
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Parents/Carers are invited to attend a meeting led by the class teacher to outline the approach to teaching reading and how you can support your child in their reading journey. We believe that children should have access to as many reading opportunities as possible, to read widely and deeply, and that being read to should continue throughout primary school so that all children can experience the sheer joy of reading, read books with powerful themes, books by modern authors as well as great works of literature. 
The meeting will be held in the classroom on Thursday 22nd September at 4:30pm. It is essential that all children are represented by an adult attending and you will have the opportunity to ask questions.

School lunch changes
A reminder that the school catering staff ask for 2 weeks’ notice of a change from packed lunch to hot meal or vice versa.
Break time snacks

Earrings A reminder that earrings CANNOT be worn in school. If a child is wearing earrings or any other form of jewellery they will be asked to remove it for health and safety reasons. A message was posted in the July bulletin that if a child is having their ears pierced, we advise that this is done at the start of school summer holiday so that the ears are sufficiently healed to enable earrings to be removed for school. Primary School Admissions 

The website is open for parents who wish to apply online: www.sthelens.gov.uk/admissions.  

Children who turn 5 between 1 September 2023 and 31 August 2024 are eligible to apply for a place in primary school. The deadline for submission of primary school applications is 15 January 2023. The Archdiocese have asked us to remind parents seeking a reception class place at our school, even if you have a sibling in the school, of the need for baptism prior to application and to take prompt action if baptism has not already taken place.

After-school clubs

From next week we will begin our programme of after-school clubs. A letter was emailed with a list of the clubs on offer this half term. The clubs are run by staff so please be aware that clubs may need to be cancelled at short notice if for any reason the member of staff is not available. We do not run clubs for Reception children as we feel the school day is long enough for them at this time.

The cost of each club is £4.00 per session and must be paid on School Money – it can be paid in instalments, but you must have paid before each session for your child to be on the register for the club. Where clubs have a set limit of children who can safely attend and are oversubscribed, your child may be given a turn at a later date.  The clubs we offer are determined by the goodwill/availability of volunteers to run them.   Payment must be received before your child can start the club.  All children must be collected on time by an adult from the school foyer.

Instrumental Tuition at St Julie's Catholic Primary School
