Earlier in September, Catherine and Katy from the St Vincent de Paul Society, a voluntary organisation dedicated to tackling poverty in all its forms, came to speak to our Juniors in Assembly. Next week, Mrs McCahey will be starting a Mini Vinnies group at St Julie’s. Mini Vinnies meet to pray, discuss and support however they can in order to help make a difference in their communities. Through the simple formula of ‘see, think, do’, they learn to spot people in need and discover how they can best help them. They go the extra mile and meet during their lunchtimes to pray and talk about how they can help others in need, but most importantly they act! St Julie's has once again chosen to be part of an exciting behaviour-change initiative to encourage more children and their families to walk to school. WOW - the walk to school challenge is delivered by Living Streets, the UK charity for everyday walking, to help as many children as possible experience the benefits of walking to school.

The pupil led challenge will see children self-report how they get to school and if they travel sustainably at least once a week for a month, they will get rewarded with a badge. If you live too far away or don't have time to walk the whole way to school, you can Park and Stride to help your child earn their WOW badge.

Scarlet Fever Guidance

The North West Health Protection Team has this week provided an update on Scarlet Fever:

Rates of scarlet fever are continuing to rise, both regionally and nationally, and are higher than would be expected for this time of year. 

Signs and Symptoms of Scarlet Fever: sore throat, headache, fever, nausea and vomiting. After 12-48 hours a red, pinhead rash develops, giving the skin a sandpaper-like texture. Infections can be spread through direct physical contact and through shared contact with surfaces. 

Action to take: children should not attend school until 24 hours after starting antibiotic treatment and whilst scarlet fever is circulating, it is important that any children and adults with chickenpox stay off school/work until all blisters have dried over—usually 5 days after they first appeared.
