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Children’s University
Children at St Julie’s are all part of the Children’s University which is a charity which aims to encourage children to participate in extra-curricular activities in and outside school. Children can gain points for taking part in accredited extra-curricular sessions which will earn them diplomas which are presented at a graduation ceremony. Children can log the points they earn outside school in a Children’s University Passport to Learning which must be signed and dated each time an activity is completed. A passport isn’t needed for earning points at clubs in school, just for out of school clubs and for any of the Children’s University holiday challenges that children complete.
