Curriculum Statement

St Julie’s curriculum is closely designed around our school mission and vision statements and has been developed to support the needs of our community and the child as a whole. Our curriculum is designed to be creative, inspiring, challenging and to provide the children with the essential knowledge they need to be educated citizens (National Curriculum aims.)

Encompassed within our vision, is the need for pupils to be exposed to a range of topics and experiences that broadens their understanding and equips them with the skills our children need to be successful, confident, life-long learners who reach their full potential

We endeavour to enable all our pupils to acquire the knowledge, skills and attitudes needed to enable them to thrive. We believe access to a high quality, broad and balanced curriculum is the right of all pupils, including SEND and disadvantaged. We recognise that the majority of children in our school attain above age related expectations and therefore we ensure that a challenging curriculum continues to stretch their learning.

Our curriculum is a designed to be a ‘Knowledge Rich Curriculum’ and our overview ensures that the children acquire a depth of knowledge in all areas of the curriculum. We have a "challenge curriculum" and, alongside this, we build in enriching and enlivening themed weeks which immerse the children in a variety of current and relevant themes. We focus on developing the whole child through the promotion of sports, the arts, personal, social and emotional development and a wide range of extra-curricular activities

As a Catholic School, we strive to ensure that the children receive an enriching curriculum which reflects the person of Christ and the message the church received from him.  Embedded within this is a respectful awareness of other cultures and faiths, we ensure children have a diverse range of experience of other cultures and faiths within and outside school.

Implementation
As a teaching team we have developed a broad knowledge-engaging curriculum that provides children with the knowledge and skills they need for the future and has relevance to their daily lives. We deliver the curriculum in a way which is appropriate to our children, our school and our town. We are committed to providing children with high quality lessons and a rich range of practical experiences to enhance their learning through using our school’s locality and the array of cultural and sporting experiences our town has to offer.

A rigorous approach to the teaching of reading ensures all pupils consistently achieve high quality outcomes across the curriculum. All children in EYFS and KS1 follow the synthetic, systematic and structured "Floppy's Phonics" teaching programme, participating in daily phonics sessions.  The well resourced library also provides a reading for pleasure book for all children to share at home with an adult. 

Schemes of work are sequenced so that new knowledge and skills build on what has been taught and pupils can work towards clearly defined end points. These clear, focused topics will promote deep learning as children progress through the school. Through a range of strategies such as mini quizzes and knowledge organisers, teachers assess the children’s knowledge and understanding to ensure information is retained in their long term memory.

The curriculum is assessed against national curriculum outcomes using working towards, expected and greater depth and this information is used to inform teachers' planning. We listen to pupil voice and allow their interest and natural curiosity to contribute to our curriculum planning and delivery. To encourage enjoyment and knowledge retention our curriculum makes good use of practical resources and first hand learning experiences. Through their expertise, subject leaders ensure the high quality delivery of a curriculum suitable for the twenty first century and where necessary provide CPD on knowledge and development.

We recognise the importance of and value parental involvement in the life of the school. As a school we are therefore committed to establishing and maintaining an effective and purposeful working relationship between home and school. We engage parents and carers through curriculum meetings, maths workshops, share a story sessions, art exhibitions, science week, singing events, collective worship sessions and value their views and opinions through regular questionnaires 

Impact
Through the implementation and delivery of our curriculum, we aim for all children to make progress and for some children to make better than expected progress across all areas of learning. We define progress in terms of the children knowing more, remembering more and being able to do more. Our curriculum is designed to ensure that children are prepared for the next stage of their education.

We acknowledge that our curriculum is a working document which we continually strive to improve. The curriculum is constantly monitored and evaluated by leaders and reviewed in line with the changing needs of our children and the changing demands of the wider society. As a result adaptions are made in order to secure further improvements for our pupils.

The Curriculum

At St. Julie’s it is our aim to provide the very highest quality of Education for our pupils.  The children experience a broad and balanced curriculum which, whilst giving strong focus to the core subjects of English, Mathematics, Science, Computing and of course Religious Education, also provides quality education in the Foundation subjects of History and Geography (Humanities), Art and Design, and Music (Aesthetics), Modern Foreign languages,  Design and Technology, RSHE, PSHE and Physical Education.  
The school was last inspected by Ofsted in October 2013.  It was the conclusion of the inspection team that:

“Achievement is outstanding because pupils make rapid progress from their individual starting points. Pupils really enjoy coming to school, they are excited by their learning and all try their very best to succeed. Their exemplary attitudes to learning contribute to their high levels of attainment.”

There are three Key stages provided for within the school: The Early Years Foundation stage, Key Stage 1 (Infants Year 1 and 2) and Key Stage 2 (Juniors Years 3,4,5 and 6) 

The Early Years Foundation Stage sets out the curriculum received by our Reception age children in their first year of their education at St.Julie’s.  It seeks through highly structured play and experiential learning to lay down the foundations for future learning based upon experience, confidence and a thirst for knowledge.

Key Stage 1 is covered in Year 1 and Year 2.  At the end of Year 2 the children are formally assessed with end of Key Stage teacher assessments.
Key Stage 2 is covered in the Junior department.  The children are assessed continually against National Curriculum Year Group expectations but are also formally assessed using  standardised tests in Maths and English at the end of each school year culminating in the Statutory SATs test in the summer term of year 6.  The children’s results in these tests and the school’s overall performance are reported to the parents by the school and also nationally.
English:

Sound English skills are essential for progress across the curriculum and to prepare pupils effectively for tasks of adult life.

All teachers have a responsibility to develop pupils’ competence in reading, writing, speaking and listening in their own subjects and to ensure that pupils become competent users of language, and can access the curriculum effectively and achieve their potential.

St Julie Catholic Primary School:

· Recognises the effect that a confident, fluent and coherent understanding of English will have on a pupil’s progress, both inside and outside of the school environment.

· Understands how a strong grounding in English will impact the future learning and development of a pupil in all aspects of their life

· Provides a balanced and broad curriculum which encompasses writing practice, including handwriting, spelling, widening vocabulary, and writing for different styles, purposes, and audiences, as well as focussing on spoken English, reading, grammar and pronunciation.

· Ensures that all staff members are aware of planning, assessment, teaching and learning requirements for the English curriculum.

· Ensures that all pupils know how to plan, practise and evaluate their work.

· Ensures that all pupils understand all elements of English, as per the national curriculum.

English Curriculum Overview
At St Julie we develop children’s abilities to listen, speak, read and write for a wide range of purposes. Children learn to use language to communicate ideas, views and feelings. This enables children to express themselves creatively and imaginatively both verbally and through the written word. We aim to share with children the joy  of reading and to help them to become enthusiastic and critical readers of stories, poetry and drama, as well as non-fiction and media texts.

Reading and Phonics
Children are given daily opportunities to develop their reading skills. Children learn to read using synthetic phonics. This consists of five levels. This is carried out daily in the EYFS and KS1. Where necessary phonics will continue into KS2. Once children master accurate decoding, a greater emphasis is placed on comprehension. Through reading independently, guided, shared and paired reading children learn to read with confidence, fluency and understanding. Reading takes place with a variety of adults and peers. Home/school reading partnerships support every child to become an independent reader. At St Julie we encourage a love of Reading through a well resourced library, class reading spines special events, themed days, author visits and a very strong partnership with Eccleston library.

Writing
As children enter the Early Years Foundation Stage there are writing opportunities in all areas of learning. In KS1 and 2 transcription (spelling and handwriting) and composition (articulating ideas and structuring them in speech and writing) form the basis for what is taught. Children apply the skills they have been taught in all areas of the curriculum. Children are taught how to plan, revise and evaluate their writing. Writing takes place in many forms - through word and sentence level activities, independently, modelled, shared, paired and requires an awareness of audience, purpose and context

Spelling
Through synthetic phonics children are taught the different ways of spelling sounds and then apply their growing knowledge to write words, captions and sentences. Alongside decodable words, the reading and spelling of common exception/helpful words (those which can't be sounded out) are taught. As children enter KS2 we encourage children to explore words and think about the origins and connections between them. Wordlists for Years 3&4 and Years 5&6 are taught and contain a mixture of frequently used words as well as those that children often misspell. We aim to embed spelling opportunities in all areas of the curriculum using online resources such as Spelling Shed.

Handwriting
In the Early Years Foundation Stage children develop many pre-writing skills. Correct letter formation is taught in a variety of enjoyable ways. As they become able, children begin to write letters using a variety of materials. Children are taught how to hold their pencil correctly. Children learn to regulate the size of letters which leads to neatly presented work. Children are ready they are taught to join letters which leads to fluent, legible and speedy writing in a cursive style

Vocabulary, grammar and punctuation
Through talk and extensive, cross curricular reading, children's vocabulary is strongly developed. Children are taught grammatical concepts and then encouraged to apply and identify these in the written and spoken word. Specific punctuation and grammatical terminology is taught in each year group. In KS2 we call this GPS. We use a variety of resources to help us including CGP resources

Speaking and Listening
Speaking and listening are not taught as discrete subjects, but are embedded in all aspects of school life, across all areas of the curriculum and are part of everything we do. Pupils are provided with many and varied contexts for talk enabling them to communicate confidently and effectively. 

These essential elements will be mainly delivered within the structure of the National Curriculum for Literacy, which is delivered on a daily basis in all KS1 and KS2 classes, as well as the contextual opportunities afforded by other areas of the curriculum.  Further time is given on the timetable to provide the children with opportunities for extended writing.  

Mathematics:

The essentials of mathematics are delivered within the National Curriculum.  Great emphasis is placed upon the development of mental arithmetic, problems solving and thinking skills to underpin the mathematical concepts covered. 
The main aim of Maths teaching at St. Julie's is to provide the opportunity for each pupil to develop their mathematical attitudes, concepts and skills to the best of their ability.  With an emphasis on practical tasks and real-life problems, the children will be guided towards an understanding of the importance of Maths in everyday life.  Links with other curriculum areas will be made wherever possible.

We would hope to foster a positive attitude and enthusiastic approach to the subject where pupils are able to work both independently and collaboratively. They will be encouraged to learn, to enquire, to take a pride in their achievement.  

They will also be helped to develop self-confidence to enable them to persevere, to apply their knowledge to new situations in order to solve problems.

The children will be encouraged to develop an understanding of a variety of mathematical concepts, including:- number, pattern, geometry, measure and statistics.

Throughout both Key Stages, the children will be encouraged to use the correct mathematical language to question, to describe how they have worked (method), to explain their work (results) with an increasingly logical approach.

Science:
At St Julie’s, it is our intention to provide a science curriculum which ensures children develop ideas and ways of working that enable them to make sense of the world in which they live.  We want pupils to  develop a sense of respect, curiosity and wonder in the world around them.

 As one of the core subjects taught at primary level, we give the teaching and learning of science the prominence it deserves. We explore physics, chemistry and biology in the most practical and engaging ways possible, securing the knowledge  and skills necessary for our pupils to participate in, and contribute to, a technological society.

 From Reception to Y6, pupils are encouraged to:

· ask scientific questions

· investigate and solve problems about the world in which they live

· develop knowledge and understanding of scientific concepts
 We embed our learning within the national curriculum but also seek to address the particular need of our pupils

Children bring to school varied science experiences. It is our intention to promote their science capital in as many diverse ways as possible and expose children to science beyond the classroom and national curriculum.

 Our science curriculum is broad, balanced and ambitious for all children

Computing:  

At St Julie Catholic Primary School, we aim to provide a high-quality Computing curriculum that will equip children with the skills and knowledge they need to use  technology safely, responsibly and creatively, in the home and beyond. We want to inspire a lifelong love of play, design, code and invention with technology. Through teaching computing at St Julie Catholic Primary School, we equip children to participate in a rapidly changing world where work and leisure activities are increasingly transformed by technology. We enable them to find, explore, analyse, exchange and present information. We also focus on developing the skills necessary for children to be able to use information in a discriminating and effective way. Computing skills are a major factor in enabling children to be confident, creative, and independent learners.
At St Julie, we aim to deliver high quality Computing lessons in every class. We aim to equip pupils to use computational thinking, logical reasoning and creativity. It is a popular and purposeful subject, with lessons which  are fun and engaging.

Computing has deep links with mathematics, science and design and technology, and provides insights into both natural and artificial systems. The core of computing is computer science, in which pupils are taught the principles of information and computation, how digital systems work and how to put this knowledge to use through programming. Building on this knowledge and understanding, pupils are equipped to use information technology to create programs, systems and a range of content. Computing also ensures that pupils become digitally literate – able to use, and express themselves and develop their ideas through, information and communication technology – at a level suitable for the future workplace and as active participants in a digital world.

Computing is taught using either ipads or desk top computers in the Computer suite. In addition to learning the formal skills of the Computing curriculum, children are encouraged to apply their knowledge in all subjects across the curriculum using their imaginations to log data, create games, blogs, videos and presentations. 

The computing curriculum is divided into three areas: Computer Science, Digital Literacy and information technology. E-safety is a strand of Computing which is embedded into all units that are taught.We use Eaware software to assess the knowledge of all year groups at the start of September to ensure their Safe & responsible use of IT, and to assess their awareness of subjects related to Esafety and staying safe online. Parents you can take the assessment too!

Religious Education:
(a)
This is a Roman Catholic School, and the religious education it provides is in conformity with the doctrines of the Catholic Church.

(b)
Religious Education is provided within the timetable, according to a syllabus authorised by the Archbishop of Liverpool.  The scheme currently in use is entitled "Come and See" and may be viewed on request by any interested parents.  The aim of the school is to interpret human knowledge to its pupils in the light of the Gospel, with the school community contributing to the spiritual and moral formation of the pupils as well as their intellectual, physical and social development.

As a result, the withdrawal of pupils for formal religious instruction or worship would not isolate them from the Catholic teaching, which the school gives, and no specific arrangements for withdrawal are in operation at present.

The children begin school each morning either with an act of collective worship in the hall or class.  The usual pattern is as follows:-

Each junior class usually celebrates class Masses to which parents and parishioners are warmly invited.  There are also special celebrations during the course of the year, e.g. Harvest Festival, Nativity/Carol Service, School Leavers Mass, Holydays of obligation etc. to which parents are also welcome.

THE EARLY YEARS FOUNDATION STAGE
EYFS Curriculum
“Every child deserves the best possible start in life and the support that enables them to fulfil their potential. A child's experiences between birth and age five have a major impact on their future life chances."  (EYFS Framework 21)

Intent:
At St Julie Catholic Primary School we offer a curriculum rich in wonder and memorable experiences. We work hard to provide a stimulating environment that provides exciting opportunities, promotes challenge, exploration, adventure and a real love of learning.
It is our intent that all children develop physically, verbally, cognitively and emotionally in an environment which values all cultures, communities and people. We aim for our children to be confident and independent, to believe in themselves and interact positively with others.
We understand that play is an integral part of learning and this is at the heart of our early years curriculum. We believe that the correct mix of adult directed and uninterrupted child-initiated play ensures the best outcomes for pupils.
Warm and positive relationships between staff and children, consistent routines and strong relationships with parents are key.
We recognise the crucial role that early year’s education has to play in providing firm foundations upon which the rest of a child’s education is successfully based.

Implementation:
At St Julie Catholic Primary School we meet the welfare requirements laid down in the Statutory Framework for the Early Years Foundation Stage and actively safeguard and promote the welfare of all of our children. 
We prioritise creating a ‘language rich’ environment through the use of songs, nursery rhymes, stories and providing time for quality interactions between adults and between peers. Trained staff ensure that interactions are positive and progressive, allowing children to flourish and gather words at pace in order to become confident communicators. Children are encouraged to become early readers through enjoyment of books and the systematic teaching of phonics. The children learn nursery rhymes and develop their mathematical thinking through direct teaching and exploration. We want our children to become confident mathematicians who can apply what they have learnt to real life experiences.
We have built our school environment to enable our children to strengthen their core muscles through physical play, children spend time outdoors in their natural environment in all weathers. They develop through wonderful, exploratory, sensory experiences in our mud kitchen and taking part in Forest School sessions. Our learning environment is adaptable in order to reflect children's interests and progression. The children are supported to learn to work together, manage their feelings and ask questions through skilled adult facilitated play.
The curriculum is taught through topics which are enriched with classroom enhancements, trips and visitors. Topics are supported by quality key texts. These are chosen carefully to encourage children's speech, language and communication development.
We understand the importance of parental engagement and believe that our parents have a crucial role to play in their children's education. We work hard to create strong partnerships between home and school.  Parents receive half termly overviews to inform them of what their child is learning each half term and to explain how they can support this at home.    
As part of the learning and teaching process, children are assessed in relation to their progress towards the Early Learning Goals. These judgements are made on the basis of accumulative observations and in depth knowledge of the children acquired through ongoing assessment. These ongoing assessments are used to inform planning and next steps in teaching and learning for all children throughout the year.

Impact:
Our curriculum and its delivery ensure that children, from their own starting points make good progress. During their time with us children make rapid progress towards the national expectation for a good level of development at the end of the year. Pupils also make good progress toward their age-related expectations both academically and socially, developing a sense of themselves before transitioning into Year One. 
Children develop their characteristics of learning and are able to apply their knowledge to a range of situations making links and explaining their ideas and understanding. Children are confident to take risks and discuss their successes and failures with peers and adults drawing on their experiences to improve or adjust what they are doing.
 We believe our high standards are due to our carefully planned environment, enriched play-based curriculum, quality first teaching and the rigour of assessment.

 

The Early Years Foundation Stage curriculum has seven areas of learning and development. These are all related to each other; however they are divided into Prime and Specific Areas.

Prime Areas
· Personal, Social and Emotional Development
· Communication and Language
· Physical Development
Specific Areas
· Literacy
· Mathematics
· Understanding the World
· Expressive Arts and Design
In addition the EYFS curriculum places importance on the way in which children learn, this is referred to as the characteristics of learning:

· Playing and Exploring: Finding out and exploring, playing with what they know and being willing to ‘have a go’.
· Active Learning: Being involved and concentrating, keeping on trying and enjoying achieving what they set out to do.
· Creating and Thinking Critically: Having their own ideas, making links and choosing ways to do things
SPECIAL NEEDS
The 1981 Education Act states that:-

" ... A child has special educational needs if he has a learning difficulty which calls for special educational provision to be made for him" and

" ... a child has learning difficulty if (a) he has a significantly greater difficulty in learning than the majority of children of his own age, or (b) he has a disability which prevents or hinders him from making use of educational facilities ... for children of his own age".
St Julie Catholic Primary values all pupils and celebrates diversity of experience, interest and achievement. All pupils need to experience praise, recognition and success, and pupils with SEND have equal entitlement to this. 
This SEND policy outlines the framework for the school to meet its duty, obligation and principal equality values to provide a high-quality education to all of its pupils, including pupils with SEND, and to do everything it can to meet the needs of pupils with SEND. 

Through successful implementation of this policy, the school aims to:

· Eliminate discrimination.

· Promote equal opportunities.
· Foster good relationships between pupils with SEND and pupils without SEND. 
The school will work with the LA, or equivalent, within the following principles, which underpin this policy:

· The involvement of pupils and their parents in decision-making

· The identification of pupils’ needs

· Collaboration between education, health and social care services to provide support

· High-quality provision to meet the needs of pupils with SEND

· Greater choice and control for pupils and their parents over their support

· Successful preparation for adulthood, including independent living and employment
We aim to identify the child with special needs as early as possible.  The school has been accredited Dyslexia Friendly school status.

RELATIONSHIPS, SEX AND HEALTH EDUCATION
A Journey in Love is a resource created by Sister Jude Groden of BRES.  It is the recommended programme of study for Catholic schools for Relationship, Sex and Health Education, and has been written as a progressive scheme of work that supports the Religious Education, PSHE and Science curriculum taught within the school.

As children progress through school, they discover more and more about themselves and the wider world.  This thirst for learning new things in all aspects of life is fostered by the school, who attempt to create a safe, stimulating environment for learning; supporting all children in their development.  Our mission statement which drives the school, attempts to achieve this goal following the Gospel values of truth and respect, understanding our journey as children of God, both special and unique.

Central to our work within the school is learning about our faith, including understanding ourselves, our position in our community and how we develop as human beings – our spiritual, social, emotional and physical development.  This is how A Journey in Love fits in to the school’s curriculum.  The scheme permeates through all levels of learning throughout the school.  It focuses on friendship, family, community, relationships and spirituality; a guide to the children’s development as young Catholics.

As you would expect, not all issues related to personal development are covered by the end of Year 6.  The content is age appropriate and is taught with sensitivity, taking into account the children’s level of maturity in regard to the delivery of the lessons.

As with all aspects of learning, children are naturally curious, and many will have questions related to their lessons.  Opportunities to discuss questions form part of the lessons and, again, these are treated with care and understanding.

ORGANISATION OF THE SCHOOL
St Julie is currently a ‘one form entry’ Primary School, however the numbers in classes have been steadily increasing and the numbers in each year group represent a little more than a normal intake.

Peripatetic Music Scheme:  Through the School's Music Service, children may take the opportunity to learn a musical instrument.  It must be pointed out that there is a charge for these lessons which is paid directly to the Music Service.
Parents and Friends Association:  
This is an active and flourishing Association.  Its meetings are open to all parents.  A varied range of activities and events are held throughout the year which raises large amounts of money for the school.  All children benefit from the equipment and resources provided so we encourage all parents to offer their support.
Pastoral Care

The staff are very alive and sensitive to the spiritual, moral and physical needs of each child.  Where necessary, these needs are made known quickly to the appropriate person, usually the Headteacher, who will take the necessary action.

Parents are asked to inform the school, by note, if a child is absent owing to illness, dental/medical appointments.
Regular and punctual attendance of pupils at school is both a legal requirement and is essential in order for pupils to maximise their educational opportunities.  Any request for leave of absence must be made on the school proforma obtainable from school office. Holidays during term time will not be authorised
The school has a Child Protection and Safeguarding Policy.

SCHOOL RULES

School discipline

The school has a Positive Behaviour Policy and endeavours to develop good behaviour through positive rewards.  A house point system is in operation which rewards the children for good behaviour, good work and sustained effort.  We also have a Home School Agreement which the children are made aware of at the beginning of each year. 

The children are encouraged to uphold the agreement and may gain recognition of their efforts through the School's House Points System.
In the event of repeated indiscipline or a serious breach of the school rules, the matter will be referred to the Headteacher.  If the Headteacher so deems it necessary, he will seek an interview with the parents of the offending child, in order to discuss the situation and come to a mutual agreement on the correct action to be taken.

Parents are asked to support the school in the maintenance of good order in the school.

Home School Agreement

Pupils will:

1. Be respectful to everyone

2. Follow class and school rules

3. Treat others as I would like to be treated 

4. Attend school regularly and on time 

5. Do all my classwork and homework as well as I can 

6. Be polite, helpful and considerate to others 

7. Wear the school uniform and be tidy in appearance

9. Keep the school free from litter and graffiti and take care of school property
10. Tell an adult if I feel unwell

11. Not bring things into school from home or take things home from school other than my water bottle and book bag

13. Behave well at all times to maintain the safety of myself and others

Healthy Schools
The School has achieved the national Standard for healthy schools.  As part of that standard we are healthy school for Food and Nutrition.  The co-operation of our parents is essential if we are to meet those standards. Parents are asked to follow the guidance in the school handbook on packed lunches and support the fruit scheme for the provision of morning snack.  
The school has been successful in obtaining Healthy School accreditation and gained a second “Tasty Tuck” award in 2018.

Nuts or foods containing nuts are not allowed in school.

School rules general

Children entering by main gate should use the pathway and gain access to the playground by following the path to the left of the main building - THEY SHOULD NOT CROSS THE CAR PARK AREA.

Similarly, at home time they should leave the site using the pathways only.

Children are NOT to enter the before 8.40am in the morning unless instructed to do so by a member of staff.

The children are encouraged at all times to be tidy in their dress and in the care of their belongings. Long hair must be tied back and no nail varnish is to be worn.
Training shoes are not to be worn for, or in, school.  The children will be allowed to change into them just before playtime, but must change back immediately after playtime.

Children participating in extra-curricular sport must provide and additional kit specifically for after school club activity.  Children consistently forgetting PE kit will be referred to the Headteacher and a letter will be sent home.

Consistent late-comers or children absent without good reason, or showing particular patterns of absence, will also be referred to the Headteacher and an interview will be sought with the parents.

Prescription medicines will only be administered in school when it is necessary for it to be taken 4 times per day.  Any such request must be accompanied by a letter of consent from parents.

Bicycles and scooters should be walked down the path and parked safely.  They should also have a secure lock.

AT NO TIME ARE CHILDREN TO LEAVE THE PREMISES DURING THE SCHOOL DAY UNLESS ACCOMPANIED BY A MEMBER OF STAFF, PARENT OR OFFICIALLY APPOINTED GUARDIAN.
School Uniform

School shoes, not trainers, should be worn for school.
We ask that children not be allowed to bring in any expensive item to school without preliminary consultation, e.g. watches, calculators, Fitbits, etc.  Jewellery, unless for cultural reasons, should not be worn for school.

We also ask that toys, especially in the case of younger children, should not be brought into school.  
CHARGING AND REMISSIONS POLICY

Swimming

The school organises swimming lessons which take place in school time and are part of the National Curriculum.  No charge is made for the swimming lesson.  Parents are informed when these lessons are to take place and permission is sought from the parents via a letter of consent. Parents will be asked to contribute towards the cost of transport to and from swimming lessons.

Extra-Curricular Clubs

The school may offer additional activities in the form of an after-school club which may be provided by an external coach/tutor or a member of staff.  A charge will be made for these clubs; the cost of sessions provided by an external provider will be set by them and the cost of sessions provided in-house (by members of staff) will be a nominal amount to cover resources and administration costs.

Voluntary Contributions

When school trips of visits are organised to supplement the curriculum and to provide an educational experience for the children, the school invites parents to contribute to the cost.  Parents are asked to make a voluntary contribution; however, if insufficient voluntary contributions are received then a trip may be cancelled.  If the trip goes ahead all children will be included irrespective of whether or not they have made a contribution.  If appropriate funds allow, the school of PFA may pay a proportion of the costs in order to support a visit.  Parents have a right to know how each trip is funded and the school will provide this information on request.

The following is a list of additional activities organised by the school, which require voluntary contributions from parents.  These activities are known as “optional extras” (the cost of the provision will not exceed the actual charge, ie no profit will be made by the school).  This list is not exhaustive:

· Visits to museums

· Visits to the theatre

· School trips

· Musical events

The school may request voluntary contributions towards the cost of some activities planned during school hours for example food tasting in curriculum lessons, design and make activities in Design Technology such as cookery sessions provided Apple of my Eye, visitors into school or to cover the cost of transport.

Attendance

Parents should report any absence by ringing the school office on 678233 before 9.30 am when a child is ill.  In the interests of safeguarding, if a child does not attend school and we have not been informed, we will contact parents to establish the reason for the absence.
We do ask that, in cases of vomiting and diarrhoea, your child does not attend school for 48 hours from last bout of illness.

Occasionally, as is common in many schools, we experience a small outbreak of headlice; please treat your child’s hair and inform school.  Headlice treatments are available free of charge on the care at the chemist scheme.
If your child returns to school following an illness where antibiotics have been prescribed 4 times daily, the medication can be administered by staff providing a school Medicine form has been completed (please see your child’s class teacher for this form).
