Winter Holiday and Activity Programme

Children and young people who are in receipt of a support plan via Early Help, Child In Need, Children We look after, EHCP or receives additional hours at school then they are also eligible for the HAF programme.

Throughout the winter holidays eligible children and young people can access a variety of free activity sessions and all of these sessions will include a nutritious meal.
